• Vacuuming

• Dust mopping - Followed by wiping down with a well-rung damp mop or cloth.

A few things not to do on your Laminate floor are:
• DO NOT use abrasive cleaners, nylon scouring pads, steel wool or scouring powder on your floor as they all have the potential  

to damage your Laminate floor.

• NEVER use a steam mop or wax and polish your floor.

• NEVER flood the floor with water. The use of excessive water can damage your laminate floor.
